The primary objective of this Nestooaak is to 
build the capacity of non-Indigenous 
followers of the Jesus Way to walk the path 
of honest reflection on the truth of our shared 
history. Its intent is to help non-Indigenous 
communities/peoples begin (or continue) 
their path of reconciliation with First Peoples.

We w i l l exp lo re some o f the fina l 
recommendations of the Canada-wide Truth 
and Reconciliation Commission, through 
participatory learning experiences led by 
Indigenous people.

How will that work for us? Participants will, 
for the most part, be non-First Nations 
people from the region.
